3.2. Competition Program  (attached)  

The latest competition program is shown at the end of this document. Any official 
competition schedule will have indicated the version number and the date-hour it was 
printed. 

 
3.3.   Practice . 

·  Official Practice (2.5 hours all disciplines) Shooting in AB-CD format.  
·  Qualification Round Practice (30 minutes before the Competition) on the Field of Play. 

·  Non competing archers will be allowed to use the Practice field.  
 

3.4.  Equipment Inspection . 

Equipment inspection will be run on the day of official practice. Each team will be called 
(following alphabetical order) and invited by the DOS to a tent that will be clearly indicated 
in the competition field. All team members should wear their team uniform (1). Also all 
spare equipment must be brought to the equipment inspection. 

The registration number might be given at the Equipment Inspection to the Team 
captains. When receiving the registration numbers, we would like each Team Captain to 
double check that each archer has the correct registration number and the right spelling of 
the athletes’ name, as well as the correct date of birth in the archers list. 
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Registration numbers must be worn on the archers’ quiver or thigh facing the waiting line.  
During the equipment inspection demonstration on the usage of the scoring PDA 
terminals will be carried out. We are kindly asking all the archers and coaches to follow 
the OC volunteers and Judges instructions in order to proceed with no delays and as 
organized as possible. 

 
3.5. Qualification Round and information on scoring   

The target assignment will be handed out at the venue and the accreditation (PT DORMS) 
the day of the official practice. 

The OC will provide bow storage area where spare equipment, bow cases and other 
equipment can be stored (under control) during the competition.  Bow storage will be 
located in the PT Dorms directly south of the competition field. 

Qualification Rounds will be held on July 13th (Juniors) and July 14th (Cadets). Shooting 
will be conducted with 4 archers per target in A B – CD format.  We will have 1 meter per 
archer. 

The athletes will be given an electronic score terminal (PDA) for each target. In addition, 
in the qualification round there is also one paper score sheet per target, which must be 
filled in by the athletes themselves. For each target, one athlete will enter the score in the 
paper score sheet; another athlete will score on the PDA terminal. All the athletes on the 
same target must verify that the correct scores are entered. 

Please instruct your athletes fill in properly the scorecards and sign the card before handing them 
back after each round, including total score, 10’s and X’s,  
 
3.6. Individual Elimination Round, July 15 th 8:30 am (practice) 

The individual Elimination Round will start with the 1/64, and run through the Semi Finals, 
per class and division. No faces will be changed as default and matches will start as soon 
as the field is ready. Starting time at the beginning of each session (morning and 
afternoon) will be respected and after that, the competition will run as it goes. Therefore 
some matches could start sooner than the time indicated in the schedule. Please be 
aware and prepared for this. 

Byes are allowed. In case of a bye, archers will be allowed to shoot in their own target, but 
no score will be recorded or allowed to be displayed. 

 
3.7. Team Elimination Round, July 16 th 8:30 am (practice) 

The Team Elimination Round will start with the 1/8, and through the Semi finals, per class 
and division.  

No alternating shooting. Byes are allowed. In case of a bye, Teams will be allowed to 
shoot in their own target, but no score will be recorded or allowed to be displayed. 
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3.8. Individual Finals Round & Team Finals Round, J uly 18 Team and July 19 
Individuals. 

Transport for archers participating in the finals and for archers going as spectators will be 
arranged and properly informed in the Hotels and accreditation area. 

The medal matches will have alternating shooting and TV coverage. 

The field for the Finals will be located in Lindquist Stadium downtown Ogden.  There will 
also be a practice area with 6 targets in the same direction inside the stadium.  Please 
note that due to stadium layout the shooting direction is not facing directly north at finals.  
This adjustment has been approved by FITA. 

There will be award ceremonies organized after the morning session and immediately 
after the end of the last match. All archers involved in the ceremonies are requested to go 
to the gathering point in order to proceed fast and smooth with the medal ceremony.  

 

3.9. YOG Qualifying Event 

On July 17th, a separate tournament will be organized for qualifying 17 places for the YOG 
(Youth Olympic Games). Only the archers participating in the Youth World 
Championships can participate in the qualification tournament, but only the ones who are 
born between 1 January 1992 and 31 December 1993 with a maximum of three per 
country and gender. If there are more than three per gender of the same country that are 
eligible, the Member Association will have to announce the three archers who will 
participate in the qualification tournament prior to the start of the qualification round of the 
Youth World Championships. 

The qualification round of the Youth World Championships will be used as ranking round 
for this YOG qualification tournament. The score at 70m will be used for boys (*) and the 
score at 60m for girls (*). 

(*) of the eligible age range: born in 1992 and 1993, whatever the age category they will shoot at these world 
championships (juniors or cadets) 

 

3.10.  Appeal Procedure (Form attached) 

Appeal form is attached to this document (see attached after this chapter, Appendix 1) 

In case of Intent to appeal or a real Appeal, the times indicated on the Appeal form 
attached must be considered.  

The Appeal form should be given to the Chairman of the Tournament Judge Commission 
or to his deputy. A deposit of US$50.- (Euro 40.-) must be paid to the FITA TD or the 
Chairman of the Tournament Judge Commission, for the Appeal to be valid. 

When the Appeal is handled positively by the Jury of Appeal, the deposit will be returned. 
In case of non-acceptance, the deposit won’t be returned. 
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3.11. The Environment!  

We kindly request you to instruct your athletes to use the litter bins which are placed 
behind the waiting area.     

 Water:  
To help with environmental issues we’d like to enforce the water bottle deposit system. 
With your accreditation you receive a bottle ticket. For each bottle ticket you get 1 bottle of 
water. 

A new full bottle of water you’ll only get by the return of the empty bottle. You can also 
exchange the empty bottle for 1 bottle ticket. If your athletes lose the empty bottle, please 
contact the OC. 
 

·  It is as simple as: 1 ticket = 1 full bottle of water 
·  Return of one empty bottle = 1 full bottle of water or 1 ticket 
·  No empty bottle = no full bottle 
·  No bottle ticket = no full bottle 

 
Abiding by this simple rule, you actively help to run the competition smoothly and in 
addition help to avoid useless waste. 

 
 Non Smoking: 
 This is a non smoking event for the practice and official competition areas.  

Smoking is prohibited in competition and practice fields, either inside or outside. There will 
be smoking areas designated outside the venues.  

 

4)  Technical Matters  (TD + chairman of Judges) 

 
4.1. Timing Control system. 

The LONGINES Timing equipment will be used for Timing and scoreboards. 
 
4.2. Results system .  

The scoring in the qualification round will be done by the archers. One archer will write 
down the score on the manual score sheet and another archer will score on a terminal.  
The other archer verifies that the correct scores are entered. 

During the Equipment Inspection your archers are asked to test the terminals and see if 
they understand the correct working of the terminals. Terminals are used during the 
qualification and eliminations, but not in finals.  

The persons responsible for the results are Mr Murat Olgun and Mr Batuhan Ozay (FITA 
Results & Technology Team = TFORS). 
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4.3. Rules that apply in this event .  

·  Dress Instructions  

Athletes, officials and staff should have a proper appearance, when they are 
present on the field. Athletes and Technicians should wear no other kind of foot 
wear, other than sport shoes. 

 

 
IMPORTANT NOTE!!!           
 
(1)  NAMES OF THE ARCHERS on their Uniform  
 
Dear Team Captain 
 
I just would like to take this occasion to repeat to you that since 1st April 2008, the 
clothing rules are strictly enforced by FITA. In particular the matter of the name of the 
archers and their country on the back of their shirts is mandatory for all World Cup stages 
and the World Championships.  
 
It is also mandatory that the archers and officials come to the equipment inspection with 
their official uniform for checking.  If a team is not in compliance, they will not be allowed 
to participate or come on the competition field independently if it concerns the same 
person or not. 
 
We hope that we will not have to come to these kinds of enforcements. This is about the 
image of our sport and showing to the rest of the world that we are a serious Olympic 
sport. 
 
I am sure that I can count on your cooperation.

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·  Correct height of scope 

FITA is reinforcing during the 2009 season the rule of the scopes height. In past 
events some issues related to this matter are forcing us to take some actions to 
prevent images of the “scope” covering the archer’s face.  

 
FITA would like to ask all participants to follow the rule and help us to promote the 
face and images of our archers for the benefit of our sport and the stars. 

 
Thanks in advance! 

 
The height is determined by the 
highest point of the scope not the 
height of the lens. The maximum is 
the lowest part of the armpit.  The 
reason we are asking is not to 
block the view of cameras of the 
archer’s face.  If we continue to 
have issues, we will instruct the 
judges to remove the scopes until

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5)  Logistical Aspects  (OC) 
 

5.1. Transportation:   

Airport transportation will be provided by the OC.  Travel time from SLC to Ogden is 50 
minutes.   

Please look for OC greeter in the baggage claim area of Salt Lake City International 
Airport (SLC).  SLC has three baggage claim areas depending on your arrival airline.  The 
OC main desk will be inside baggage claim in terminal # 2.  Busses will be loading 
between terminal #2 and #3 (#3 is International Arrivals) in the center traffic lane (there 
are three traffic lanes at the airport and the first lane is closed for repair so cross this lane 
to the second lane to load busses).   

If you cannot find a greeter upon your arrival call the Ogden Transport Hotline at 
 +1 801 452 3338. 
 
If you have any flight delays or cancellations please call the Ogden Transport Hotline at 
+1 801 452 3338 to reschedule arrivals and bus transport. 
 
Check the schedule in the accreditation area and at the competition field for daily 
transport between the hotels, apartments and the competition area and return. 
 
On Monday July 13 from 16:00 – 22:00 the street east of the Hampton will be closed.  The 
Hampton shuttle stop will be relocated on this day to the Marriott.  The Marriott is located 
two blocks west of Hampton. 
 
On Saturday July 18 and Sunday July 19 the Dorm / PT Field bus stop will be moved 
directly west onto Harrison Street.  The Hampton bus stop and the Marriott bus stop will 
also be relocated to the finals venue (Lindquist field).  In addition, the busses will be 
operation until midnight to accommodate the closing party participants.  See attached 
map for locations. 
 

5.2. Meals, during practice, finals 

Meals will be served at the Student Union according to the schedule:: 

 Breakfast:   06:00 to 09:00 h*  

Lunch:  11:30 to 14:30 h* 

Dinner:  18:00 to 21:00 h* 

 * Food package purchase required (blue wristband) or daily meal ticket purchased 
(Breakfast $6.00, Lunch $8.00, Dinner $9.00). 

 
Teams staying in the Dorms or Apartments are provided all meals.  Teams staying at 
hotels will need to provide their own meals or purchase a meal pass.  Passes for 
individual meals are available for purchase in the Union. 
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5.3. Dorms and Apartments Keys Deposit and towel ex change 
 
Key deposit program.   For dorm keys or apartment keys the team captain will be 
required to present a credit card for a deposit and agree to be charged $85.00 for each 
key that is not returned.  If there is not credit card available a $20 USD per key deposit 
can be accepted as a deposit.  If one key is lost the entire team deposit of $20 per key 
may be forfeited. 
 
Towel exchange.  On 15 July towels will be available for exchange at the Dorms (PT) 
and Apartments (UV) front desks from 8:00 to 15:00.  Coin-operated Laundry is available 
in the basement of both PT and UV. 

 
5.4. Accreditation Cards rules for 2009 and followi ng… (1 card per participant/ 

season) 

For the 2009 season, and for following years, FITA introduced a new Accreditation Cards 
system (for ecological and operational reasons). The archers and officials participating in 
the World Cup and World Championships will get an Accreditation card that will be the 
same for the entire season.  

The accredited person needs to keep this accreditation for all the events in 2009.  

This accreditation cards need to be validated for each event when proceeding with the 
entry fee payment to the Organizing Committee. 

The accreditation consists on a Personal information & Photo card (the same for all the 
events), and a Event & Validation card that will be renewed (updated) for each event This 
will be the validation. 

If an archer or official that already have an accreditation from some of the previous events 
will request a second Accreditation card (as it was forgotten, it was lost, etc..), it will be 
issued with a charge of 20 Euros  (30 USD) each card (unless there is a valid reason that 
justify this situation, which has to be informed to FITA by the Team official of the team 
concerned). 
 
 

6.  Protocol and ceremonies  (OC) 
 
6.1. Opening Ceremony 

Opening Ceremonies will take place on the competition field at the end of the Official 
Practice day.   

Each country will be asked to march in with a designated flag bearer and plaque bearer.  
The flag bearer and plaque bearers are to be provided by each team.  All teams should 
report to their flag on the north side of the field at 17:00.  There will be a short ceremony 
on the field after the teams march in.   
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Dinner for all participants will be provided in the in the Union building.  All athletes and 
officials with  accreditation are invited to attend (meal pass not required).  Any guests are 
invited to attend but will be required to purchase a meal pass ($9.00). 
 

6.2. Medal Ceremonies 

There will be award ceremonies organized after the morning session and immediately 
after the end of the last match. All archers involved in the ceremonies are requested to go 
to the gathering point in order to proceed fast and smooth with the medal ceremony.  

Archers will receive medals and flowers.  
 
 Mixed Zone and Press Conferences : 

Please make all your archers and officials aware that press conferences and interviews 
will take place in the Mixed Zone and archers will be requested to pass through this mixed 
zone and attend the media present there.  
 

6.3. Closing Ceremony & Party  

The closing ceremony and party will take place immediately after the conclusion of 
shooting and medals at the finals venue.   

Closing comments will be followed by dinner for all at the stadium.   

Following dinner all participants are invited to the Union for a “Hollywood” party and 
reception.  Dinner should finish in enough time for athletes to bus back to their 
accommodations and get prepared for the party!  The party will feature a Hollywood 
theme so everyone is invited to dress up and come enjoy the music, dancing, billiards, 
and bowling.  
 
NOTE:  There will be a major public function held at the University the same day as the 
final party.  There will be no public parking available so everyone is encouraged to take 
the shuttle and walk to the Union from the bus stop on Harrison.  For access to the final 
party you will be required  to show a blue wristband (same as used for food package).  If 
you do not have a blue wrist band be sure to pick one up at the closing dinner at the finals 
venue. 

 
7. Medical Related issues  

First Aid Services will be available in the archery venue.  In addition, the hospital and 
emergency room is less than a mile from the qualification venue. 

In case of emergency during your stay in the hotel, please inform the reception and proper 
arrangements will be made. 

The OC has also arranged for a medical doctor to be on call for questions. 
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8. Doping Control  
 
8.1. Doping control 

Doping control will follow FITA rules (World Cups, World Championships and World 
Ranking events). Your athletes should bring their passports or accreditation cards to the 
doping control station when they will be chosen for a test. 

8.2. Alcohol test 

Level of alcohol might be also being tested during the competition, following FITA rules. 
 

9. Other matters of importance  (FITA TD) 
 
9.1 Accreditation cards: 

The accreditation card must be worn at all times in the practice and competition areas. 
Only athletes competing in certain stages of the event are allowed on the field of play, 
together with their coaches. The OC will be issuing colored day passes for the field of 
play. Each athlete competing and each coach will need the proper color day pass to 
access the field of play.  Your cooperation in ensuring only the correct athletes are on the 
Field of Play would be appreciated as it will make a better event for all. 
One coach per archer with maximum of four coaches!!! 

 
9.2 Internet Access: 

There is FREE internet access available in the lobby of the Marriott, the Hampton Inn, at 
the Apartments and throughout the Weber State campus. Additionally there may be 
wireless internet access in the rooms at hotels for a fee.  Please check with the reception 
in your hotel how to get this access and its cost. 
 

9.3 Weather/Altitude: 

Please note that Ogden has very little humidity and is located at 4300 ft (1310m) above 
sea level. Altitude sickness is common for people traveling to this area from lower 
elevations and can be complicated if an individual also becomes dehydrated as the 
symptoms are common. IT IS VERY IMPORTANT that you drink PLENTY of fluids to help 
offset both conditions. It is not uncommon to have afternoon lightning storms in this area.  
If you are competing and we have to suspend play due to lightening, the DOS will direct 
you to the area for shelter. If you are not in the competition area, please take cover during 
a lightning storm, as they can be very severe and dangerous. 
 

9.4 Rattlesnakes: 

We encourage you to enjoy the great mountains surrounding the Ogden area. However, 
please be aware that there is the presence of rattlesnakes, so we encourage you to stay 
on designated trails and be aware while hiking. 
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9.5 West Nile Virus warning: 

Utah has had reported cases of West Nile Virus, which can be spread by mosquitoes.  
West Nile virus infections in humans are rare, but they do occur. Elderly persons or those 
with poor immune systems are more likely to develop a serious illness if they are infected.  
All participants are advised to bring mosquito repellent containing DEET.  And follow 
these precautions: 

·  Use Repellent with DEET from Dawn until Dusk when doing outdoor activity (Follow 
the label instructions carefully .)  Mosquitoes that carry the virus are most active 
during this time, so take precautions to prevent mosquito bites.  Avoid getting DEET 
on plastic archery equipment (e.g. nocks). 

·  For adults, use repellents containing up to 35% DEET. (Concentrations higher than 
50% do not provide additional protection.) For children 2 months–12 years, use 
repellents containing up to 10% DEET. Do not put DEET on children’s hands or feet. 
For children under the age of 2 months, do not use DEET. 

·  Products containing DEET are safe when used according to the directions. Always 
follow these steps:   
o Use enough repellent to cover exposed skin or clothing. Don't apply repellent to 

skin that is under clothing. Heavy application is not necessary for protection.  
o Do not apply repellent to cuts, wounds, or irritated skin.  
o After returning indoors, wash treated skin with soap and water.  
o Do not spray aerosol or pump products in enclosed areas.  
o Do not apply aerosol or pump products directly to your face. Spray your hands and 

then rub them carefully over the face, avoiding eyes and mouth. 

 
9.6 H1N1 Novel (Swine Flu) Virus:  

There have been reported cases of Swine Flu in Utah.  All participants are encouraged 
to practice good hygiene to reduce the spread of th e Swine Flu and other 
infections .  There will be wash stations and hand sanitizer at each toilet. In addition: 

·  Cover your mouth and nose with a tissue or with your elbow when coughing or 
sneezing 

·  Wash your hands immediately after coughing or sneezing 
·  Avoid touching your eyes, nose and mouth 
·  Wash your hands before and after eating, after using the bathroom, or any time your 

hands are soiled. 
·  Good hand hygiene is the best protection against infection and should always be 

practiced after contact with frequently touched surfaces: 
o It is best to wash your hands with soap and water for 20 seconds 
o When water is not available, use alcohol-based products (sanitizers) 

 
10.  Closing (TD) 
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INFORMATION ABOUT THE ARCHERY VENUES 
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Bus Stops relocations: 
 
July 18th and 19th the Hampton bus stop and Marriott bus stop are relocated to Finals – Lindquist 
Field. 
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Frequently Asked Questions on “Youth Olympic Games”  
 
 
1) How/Where can I qualify for the Youth Olympic Ga mes Singapore 2010?  

By obtaining a quota place for my country at: 
�  	Youth World Championships 2009 in Ogden (USA) in the special qualification tournament 
�  	Continental Qualifying tournament 
�  	Through universality places (see further down) 

 
2) Is there team and/or individual quota?  

A country can obtain one place for a boy and one place for a girl maximum. There are no 
team quotas. The team competition is a mixed team—two nations in a team of two archers 
(see further down). 

 
3) Is there minimal score (MQS)?  

Yes, all archers participating in the Singapore Youth Games have to have shot at least once a 
minimum qualification score in a 70m/60m Round or a FITA Round. For details, see the 
qualification procedure on the FITA Website. 

 
Boys  FITA Round; 1200 (juniors) or 1220 (cadets) 

70m/60m Round: 600 (juniors) or 610 (cadets) 
Girls  FITA Round: 1180 (juniors) or 1200 (cadets) 

70m/60m Round: 590 (juniors) or 600 (cadets) 
 

The MQS must be achieved in the qualified period of 11 July 2009 (starting at the 2009 Youth 
World Championships) to 1 July 2010. Athletes who are shooting the cadet distances in 2008 
can obtain the MQS in 2009 as a cadet or obtain the MQS in 2010 in the junior distances. 

 
4) I was born in 1994 and therefore I will be cadet  in 2010. Can I participate in the Youth 

Olympic Games in 2010 or a subsequent edition?  
No, under the IOC rules only the athletes born between 1 January 1992 and 31 December 
1993 can participate in Singapore. Also, only these athletes are eligible to obtain places for 
the Youth Olympic Games in the qualification tournaments. For what concerns the 2014 
edition no information is known yet. 

 
5) Is there a separate tournament in Ogden and are the participants different for the Youth 

World Championships than for the Qualification Tour nament?  
Yes, there is separate tournament. Only the archers participating in the Youth World 
Championships can participate in the qualification tournament but only the ones who are born 
between 1 January 1992 and 31 December 1993 with a maximum of three per country and 
gender. If there are more than three per gender of the same country that are eligible, the 
Member Association will have to announce the three archers who will participate in the 
qualification tournament prior to the start of the qualification round of the Youth World 
Championships. 

 
6) Will there be a separate ranking round for the q ualification tournament in Ogden?  

No, the qualification round of the Youth World Championships will be used as ranking round 
for the qualification tournament. The score at 70m will be used for boys (*)and the score at 
60m for girls (*). 
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(*) of the eligible age range: born in 1992 and 1993, whatever the age category they will shoot at these world 
championships (juniors or cadets) 

 
7) I was born in 1991. Can I obtain a place for the  Youth Olympic Games at the Youth 

World Championships in Ogden and have another perso n from the same country 
represent me at the Youth Olympic Games?  
No, as stated before, only those born in 1992 and 1993 can obtain places even if athletes 
born in 1991 are juniors in 2009. 

 
8) I obtained a place at the Youth World Championsh ips for the Youth Olympic Games. 

Does this mean that I will compete in Singapore?  
No, not for sure. Places are obtained for your National Olympic Committee (NOC). Your 
federation has to nominate the archer they wish to represent them and then the NOC has to 
accept this proposal.  

 
9) Which distances will I shoot on to obtain a quot a place for the Youth Olympic Games?  

Ogden Youth World Championships:  the qualification round for the Youth World 
Championships will be shot as a FITA Round for the category they compete in: 

 
�  	For boys born in 1992 (juniors): 90m, 70m, 50m and 30m 
�  	For boys born in 1993 (cadets): 70m, 60m, 50m and 30m 
�  	For girls born in 1992 (juniors): 70m, 60m, 50m and 30m 
�  	For girls born in 1993 (cadets): 60m, 50m, 40 and 30m 

 
The score at 70m for boys and 60m for girls will be used as entrance for the qualification 
tournament which is an Olympic Round at 70m for boys and 60m for girls. 

 
Continental Qualifiers in 2009:  same principle as Ogden so that boys will shoot at 70m and 
girls at 60m for the Olympic Round and the score at that distance is used as qualifier. 

 
Continental Qualifiers in 2010:  for all archers, 70m will be used for the Olympic Round. 

 
10) What is this mixed team round?  

The mixed team round will be a round shot with one boy and one girl from a different country 
pairing together against another mixed team in an Olympic Round match format. The teams 
will be mixed so that the competition is very balanced. For instance, the No. 1 boy with the 
No. 32 girl will shoot against the No. 32 boy combined with the No. 1 girl in the first round, and 
so on. 

 
11) What are the universality places?  

The role of these places is to guarantee that each National Olympic Committee (NOC) has a 
minimum of four athletes at the Youth Olympic Games. Universality places are allocated 
according to a procedure which you can find on the FITA website. The number of NOCs that 
can apply for them are limited.
