3.4. Equipment Inspection

Equipment inspection will be run following the program the day of the official practice. Each
team will be called (following alphabetical order) and invited by the DoS to a tent that will be
clearly indicated in the competition field. All team members should wear their team uniform
(1). Also all spare equipment must be brought to the equipment inspection.

The registration number will be given at the Equipment Inspection to the Team captains.
When receiving the registration numbers, we would like each Team Captain to double
check that each archer has the correct registration number and the right spelling of the
athletes’ name.

Registration numbers must be worn on the archers’ quiver or thigh facing the waiting line.
During the equipment inspection demonstration on the usage of the scoring PDA terminals
will be carried out. We are kindly asking all the archers and coaches to follow the OC
volunteers and Judges Instructions in order to proceed with no delays and as organized as
possible.
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The Environment!

Bottled Mineral Water will be available in the fiel ~ d of play during the competition day.

Non Smoking:

This is a non smoking event for the practice and official competition areas.

Inside public buildings you are now no longer allowed to smoke, you must use the
designated areas outside.

3.5. Qualification Round and information on scoring September 2™, 3th & 4™

The target assignment will be handed out in the venue and the hotel the day of the official
practice There will be a separate location where spare equipment, bow cases and other
equipment can be stored (under control) during the competition.

Qualification Round, on Sep. 2 (CW/CM) and Sep. 3 (RW) and Sep. 4 (RM),shooting
archers per target in A, B, C, format. (Shooting all together)

The athletes will be given an electronic score terminal (PDA) for each target. In addition, in
the qualification round there is also one paper score sheet per target, which must be filled in
by the athletes themselves. For each target one athlete will enter the score in the paper
score sheet; another athlete will score on the PDA terminal. All the athletes on the same
target must verify that the correct scores are entered.

Please instruct your athletes to sign the score sheets before handing them back after each round,
including total score, 10’s and X's

The medal matches will be Alternating shooting and with TV coverage.

The award ceremony will be done immediately after the end of the last match. All archers
involved in the ceremonies are requested to go to the gathering point in order to proceed
fast and smooth with the medal ceremony.
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3.10. Appeal Procedure (Form attached)

Appeal form is attached to this document (see attached after this chapter, Appendix 1)
In case of Intent to appeal or a real Appeal, the times indicated on the Appeal form attached
must be considered.

The Appeal form should be given to the Chairman of the Tournament Judge Commission or
to his deputy. A deposit of US$50.- (Euro 40.-) must be paid to the FITA TD or the

Chairman of the Tournament Judge Commission, for the Appeal to be valid.

When the Appeal is handled positively by the Jury of Appeal, the money will be returned. In
case of non-acceptance, the money is not returned.

4) Technical Matters

4.1. Timing Control system.
The LONGINES Timing equipment will be used for Timing and scoreboards.

4.2. Results system .
The scoring in the qualification round will be done by the archers. One archer will write
down the score on the manual score sheet and another archer will score on a terminal. The
other archer verifies that the correct scores are entered.

During the Equipment Inspection your archers are asked to test the terminals and see if
they understand the correct working of the terminals. Terminals are used during the
qualification and eliminations, but not in finals.

The persons responsible for the results are Mr Murat Olgan and Mr Batuhan Ozay (FITA
Results & Technology Team).

4.3. Rules that apply in this event
. Dress Instructions
Athletes, officials and staff should have a proper appearance, when they are present
on the field. Athletes and Technicians should wear no other kind of foot wear, other
than sport shoes.

(1) NAMES OF THE ARCHERS on their Uniform

Dear Team Captain

| just would like to take this occasion to repeat to you that since 1st April 2008, the clothing
rules will be strictly enforced by FITA. In particular the matter of the name of the archers
and their country on the back of their shirts is mandatory for all World Cup stages and the
World Youth Championships.

It is also mandatory that the archers and officials come to the equipment inspection with
their official uniform for checking. If a team is not in compliance, they will not be allowed to
participate or come on the competition field independently if it concerns the same person or
not.

We hope that we will not have to come to these kinds of enforcements but we have seen
too many cases of non respect of FITA dress regulations. This is about the image of our
sport and showing to the rest of the world that we are a serious Olympic sport.

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The height is determined by the highest point of the scope not the height of the lens. The
maximum is the lowest part of the armpit. The reason we are asking is not to block the
view of cameras of the archer’s face. If we continue to have issues, we will instruct the
judges to remove the scopes until the end of the match.

Correct height of scope

FITA is reinforcing during the 2009 season the rule of the scopes height. In past events
some issues related to this matter is forcing us to take some actions to prevent images of
the “scope” covering the archer face.

5) Logistical Aspects

5.1. Transportation:
Please refer to the attached detailed transportation schedule.

5.2. Meals, during practice, finals
Lunch (reserved order) will be served at competition field Athletes Resting Area at 12:00
from Sep. 1 ~ 9. If you want to have more lunch services for your athletes, please let us
know at least one day before. Additional lunch order form will be used.

5.3. Other social functions.
Closing Banquet will be organized at the Ulsan Sports Complex Plaza at 20:30 on Sep. 9.
More detailed information will be given during the competition day.

5.4. Accreditation Cards rules for the event (one ¢ ard per accredited person)
For the 2009 season, and for following years, FITA have introduced a new Accreditation
Cards system (For ecological and operational reasons). The archer and official participating
in the World Cup and World Championships will get an Accreditation card that will be the
same for the entire season.

The accredited person needs to keep this accreditation for all the events in 2009.

This accreditation cards need to be validated for each event when proceeding with the entry
fee payment to the Organizing Committee.

The accreditation consists on a Personal information & Photo card (the same for all the
events), and a Event & Validation card that will be renewed (updated) for each event This
will be the validation.

If an archer or official that already have an accreditation from some of the previous events
will request a second Accreditation card (as it was forgotten, it was lost, etc..), it will be
issued with a charge of 20 Euros (30 USD) each card (unless there is a valid reason that
justify this situation, which has to be informed to FITA by the Team official of the team
concerned).

6. Protocol and ceremonies _ (0C)

6.1. Opening Ceremony

The opening ceremony will be on Sep. 1. All the team members are requested to
participate. It is expected to start at 19:30 and finish at 21:30. The transportation schedule
will be arranged.

6.2. Closing Banquet

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6.3. Medal Ceremonies
Medal ceremonies will be conducted after the conclusion of each Gold medal matches
individual and team.

Archers will receive medals, trophy and gifts. The individual winners will receive Longines
watch. No bows are allowed on the podium.

Mixed Zone and Press Conferences

Please make all your archers and officials aware that press conferences and interviews will
take place in the Mixed Zone and archers will be requested to pass through this mixed zone
and attend the media present at press center.

7. Medical Related issues _ (Medical representative)
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7.1 Designated hospital will be the official hospital for the event. Ambulance and First Aid
Services will be available during the competition hours.

7.2 An ambulance will be available in the Archery Center.

7.3 A doctor and a nurse  will be available in the playing field.

7.4  Anemergency measure for HIN1 will be worked out.

8. Doping Control

8.1 Doping control
Doping control will follow FITA rules (World Championships)
Your athletes should bring their passports or accreditation cards to the doping control
station when they will be chosen for a test.

8.2. Alcohol test
Level of alcohol might be also being tested during the competition, following FITA rules.

9. Other matters of importance
9.1. Accreditation cards:
The accreditation card must be worn at all times in the practice and competition areas.

Only athletes competing in certain stages of the event are allowed on the Field of play,
together with their coaches. Your cooperation in ensuring only the correct athletes are on
the Field of Play would be appreciated as it'll make a better event for all.
One coach per archer!!!

9.2. Mixed Team Demo Event (UNOFFICIAL Competition)
The KAA and LOC asked FITA to organize a mixed team demonstration competition. FITA
agree on that and therefore an unofficially Mixed Team competition is included in the
schedule of these Championships. Neither official medals nor official FITA recognition as
World Champion will be given.
