3.2. Competition Program (attached)

The latest competition program is shown at the end of this document. Any official
competition schedule will have indicated the version number and the date-hour it was
printed. Latest version of the Comp. Schedule is V 1.2.

3.3. Practice .
- Official Practice (3 hours all disciplines) Shooting in AB-CD format.

Qualification Round Practice (45minutes before the Competition) on the Field of

Play.

Non competing archers will be allowed to use the Practice field at 1 min far from

the competition venue. Transportation will be arranged from the hotels and from

the competition venue.

3.4. Equipment Inspection

Equipment inspection will be run following the program the day of the official practice.
Each team will be called (following alphabetical order) and invited by the DoS to a tent
that will be clearly indicated in the competition field. All team members should wear their
team uniform (1). Also all spare equipment must be brought to the equipment inspection.

The registration number will be given at the Equipment Inspection to the Team captains.
When receiving the registration numbers, we would like each Team Captain to double
check that each archer has the correct registration number and the right spelling of the
athletes’ name.

Registration numbers must be worn on the archers’ quiver or thigh facing the waiting line.
During the equipment inspection demonstration on the usage of the scoring PDA
terminals will be carried out. We are kindly asking all the archers and coaches to follow
the OC volunteers and Judges Instructions in order to proceed with no delays and as
organised as possible.
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The Environment!

We kindly request you to instruct your athletes to use the litter bins which are placed in the
building behind the waiting area.

Water:

To help with environmental issues we would like to enforce the water bottle deposit
system. With your accreditation you receive blue plastic coin. For each coin you get 1
bottle of water.

You will only receive a new full bottle of water by returning one empty bottle. You can also
exchange the empty bottle for 1 coin. If your athletes loose the empty bottle, please
contact the OC.

Itis as simple as: 1 coin = 1 full bottle of water

Return of one empty bottle = 1 full bottle of water or 1 coin
No empty bottle = no full bottle

No coin = no full bottle

Abiding by this simple rule, you actively help to run the competition smoothly and in
addition help to avoid useless waste.

Non Smoking:

This is a non smoking event for the practice and official competition areas.

Inside public buildings you are now no longer allowed to smoke, you must use the
designated areas outside.

3.5. Qualification Round and information on scoring

Please

The target assignment will be handed out in the venue and the hotel the day of the official
practice.

Qualification Round, on 5 May (All Recurve & Compound), shooting 3 archers per target
in AB — CD format.

The athletes will be given an electronic score terminal (PDA) for each target. In addition,
in the qualification round there is also one paper score sheet per target, which must be
filled in by the athletes themselves. For each target one athlete will enter the score in the
paper score sheet; another athlete will score on the PDA terminal. All the athletes on the
same target must verify that the correct scores are entered.

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3.6. Individual Elimination Round & MIXED team Roun ds, 6 May

Individual Elimination Round, on 6 May starts at 9:00 (8:30 start the practice). The new
Set System will be used for the Elimination (see explanation below in point 4.3.4)

The individual Elimination Round will start with the 1/32, up to the Semi finals, per class
and division. No faces will be changed as default and matches will start as soon as the
field is ready. We will respect starting time at the beginning of the session and then run
the competition as it goes. Therefore some matches could start sooner that the time
indicated in the schedule. Please be aware and prepared for this.

Byes are allowed. In case of a bye, archers will be allowed to shoot in their own target, but
no score will be recorded or allowed to be displayed.

Mixed Team competition will start at 1/8 finals, non alternate shooting and it will be run
until the Bronze Medal match. Godl medal matches will be done May 8" in the Marina of
Porec.

3.7. Team Elimination Round, 7 May

Team Elimination Round, on 7 May starts at 9:00 (8:30 start the practice). The Team
Elimination Round will start with the 1/8, up to Semi finals, per class and division.

No alternate shooting. Byes are allowed. In case of a bye, Teams will be allowed to shoot
in their own target, but no score will be recorded or allowed to be displayed.

3.8. Individual Finals Round & Team Finals Round, 8 May Venue: Porec Marina

Transport for archers participating in the finals and for archers going as spectators will be
arranged and properly informed in the Hotels.

The medal matches will have Alternate shooting and TV coverage.

The field for the Finals will be located in the city of Porec, in the Marina (drawing is
attached at the end of this document) with a practice area with 6 targets in the same
direction just on walking distance of the venue for finals.

Scopes for archers won'’t be allowed in the FoP for finals. Each shooting position (target 1
and target 2) will have a new “screen System”. This will allow archers to see the impact of
their arrows with no need ot a scope. This system is going to be tested for the first time,
and FITA is asking the collaboration of the archers on this.

Archer won't be wired with a micro during the finals. This season the coaches will be
wired with an individual microphone that will record their comments for TV purposed. No
soind is going to the venue. It is just recorded to be used in TV highlights and matches
placed in www.achery.tv platform.

The award ceremony will be done immediately after the end of the last match. All archers
involved in the ceremonies are requested to go to the gathering point in order to proceed
fast and smooth with the medal ceremony.
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3.9. Appeal Procedure (Form attached)

Appeal form is attached to this document (see attached after this chapter, Appendix 1)
In case of Intent to appeal or a real Appeal, the times indicated on the Appeal form
attached must be considered.

The Appeal form should be given to the Chairman of the Tournament Judge Commission
or to his deputy. A deposit of US$50.- (Euro 40.-) must be paid to the FITA TD or the
Chairman of the Tournament Judge Commission, for the Appeal to be valid.

When the Appeal is handled positively by the Jury of Appeal, the money will be returned.
In case of non-acceptance, the money is not returned.

4) Technical Matters
4.1. Timing Control system.
The LONGINES Timing equipment will be used for Timing and scoreboards.

4.2. Results system .

The scoring in the qualification round will be done by the archers. One archer will write
down the score on the manual score sheet and another archer will score on a terminal.
The other archer verifies that the correct scores are entered.

During the Equipment Inspection your archers are asked to test the terminals and see if
they understand the correct working of the terminals. Terminals are used during the
qualification and eliminations, but not in finals. The persons responsible for the results are
Mr Murat Olgan and Mr Batuhan Ozay (FITA Results & Technology Team).

4.3. Rules that apply in this event
4.3.1. Team members’ nomination (Appendix 2), (Form attached)

Following World Cup rules, all teams that have more than 3 archers registered in
one division, are requested to report in writing to the TDs (Juan Carlos Holgado and
Sergio Font), at least one hour before the Qualification Round starts, the 3 archers
who will compete in the team event (for team qualification, Elimination Round and
Finals). No substitution will be allowed after the names will be given to the TDs.

4.3.2. Phase to start the Elimination (The Cut)

1/32 finals for all the World Cup events (FITA decision)
FITA agreed to use 1/32 finals in the Archery World Cup in order to give consistency
to all the events in 2010.

4.3.3. The Rankings
Ranking (World Cup and FITA World Ranking) / podium (Prize money). After the
end of this event, the World Cup Ranking (www.archeryworldcup.org) and the FITA
World Ranking (www.archery.org) will be updated.
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4.3.4. NEW FITA Rules related to the Competitio n Format for 2010.
Stage 1 in Porec (CRO) and Stage 4 in Shanghai (CHN) will have:
(Regular) 70m Round as qualifications for all athletes (by regular it means
no change compared to last year)
Set System for all individual matches (No Compound Round-50 m hit
miss)
(Regular) team matches
(Regular) mixed team matches

4.3.5. Explanation of the new Rules that will be  used in Porec
(Questions & Answers published in the FITA website)
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- 4.3.6. Dress Instructions
Athletes, officials and staff should have a proper appearance, when they are present on
the field. Athletes and Technicians should wear no other kind of foot wear, other than
sport shoes.

- 4.3.7. Correct height of scope
As in 2009 season, FITA is again reinforcing this season the rule of the scopes height.
The final goal is to prevent images (TV & photos) of the “scope” covering the archer face.

FITA would like to ask to all participants to follow the rule and help us to promote the face
and images of our archers for the benefit of our sport and the stars.

During the finals (Medal matches), FITA will test a new “individual screen system” for
archers in the finals. 2 screens located in the shooting line will allow each archer to see
his/her target face and arrows while there are in the shooting line. The screens are
positioned in a low height but visible for the archers when being in the shooting line. FITA
is testing this system to try to solve the scope height issue in future finals.

FITA would like to ask the collaboration and feed back of the archers that will test these
screens.

Thanks in advance!
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The height is determined by the highest
point of the scope not the height of the
lens. The maximum is the lowest part of
the armpit. The reason we are asking is
not to block the view of cameras of the
archer's face. If we continue to have
issues, we will instruct the judges to
remove the scopes until the end of the
match.

- 4.3.8. Longines Precision Award (NEW)

In 2010, our sponsor LONGINES created the “Longines Precision Prize of archery .
Two prizes will be given each year to the most precise archers. The top Recurve Men and
Women (the ones shooting the most 10) will win the prizes in even years (2010, 2012,
2014..) and the top Compound Men and Women (the ones shooting the most X10 or
Hits) will win the prizes in odd years (2011, 2013, 2015...).

Thanks to the generosity of Longines, the prizes consist of a Trophy, a watch and 5,000
CHF per archer!

5) Logistical Aspects

5.1. Transportation:

Check the schedule in the hotels and at the competition field for daily transport between
the hotels and the competition area and return.

5.2. Meals, during practice, finals

Meals will be served at the hotel restaurants according to the schedule hereafter:

Teams-participants will have the possibility to order lunch boxes instead of having lunch in
hotel. For ordering lunch boxes for certain day, it has to be done in the reception of the
hotel (Team Captains have to state country name and number of meals in a specific form
here attached).

The orders have to be arragned one day before the meals is needed (24 h in advance).
Lunch boxes can be picked-up from 11:00 h in hotel restaurants.

For Competing archers and officials, a special lunc h schedule will be arranged to
facilitate to have lunch with enough time after the event. The exact timing per day
will be provided in a specific document in the Team boxes.

5.3. Other social functions.
Closing party will be organized in Plava Laguna hotels or under the big tent at the FoP for
the Qualification Rounds - with live music and dancing at 20:30. More detailed information
will be given during the week.

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5.4. Accreditation Cards rules for the entire se  ason (one card per season)

For the 2010 season, and for following years, FITA introduced a new Accreditation Cards
system (For ecological and operational reasons). The archer and official participating in
the World Cup and World Championships will get an Accreditation card that will be the
same for the entire season.

The accredited person needs to keep this accreditat ion for all the events in 2010

This accreditation cards need to be validated for each event when proceeding with the
entry fee payment to the Organising Committee.

The accreditation consists on a Personal information & Photo card (the same for all the
events), and a Event & Validation card that will be renewed (updated) for each event This
will be the validation.

If an archer or official that already have an accreditation from some of the previous events
will request a second Accreditation card (as it was forgotten, it was lost, etc..), it will be
issued with a charge of 20 Euros (30 USD) each card (unless there is a valid reason that
justify this situation, which has to be informed to FITA by the Team official of the team
concerned).

6. Protocol and ceremonies

6.1. Opening Ceremony

There is no opening Ceremony planed.

6.2. Closing Ceremony

There will be a very simple closing ceremony after the final medal ceremony at the
Marina.

6.3. Medal Ceremonies

Medal ceremonies will be conducted after the conclusion of each division Gold medal
matches individual and team.

Archers will receive medals and flowers. The individual winners will receive the World Cup
check of the “price money” and Longines watch. No bows are allowed on the podium.

Mixed Zone and Press Conferences

Please make all your archers and officials aware that press conferences and interviews
will take place in the Mixed Zone and archers will be requested to pass through this mixed
zone and attend the media present there.
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7. Medical Related issues  (Medical representative)

First Aid contact at venue FoP: Containers in the Football Venue.

Ambulance and First Aid Services will be available in the archery venue.

In case of emergency during you stay in the hotel, please inform the reception and proper
arrangements will be made.

8. Doping Control

8.1 Doping control

Doping control will follow FITA rules (World Cup and World Ranking events)
Your athletes should bring their passports or accreditation cards to the doping control
station when they will be chosen for a test.

8.2. Alcohol test
Level of alcohol might be also being tested during the competition, following FITA rules.

9. Other matters of importance

Accreditation cards:
The accreditation card must be worn at all times in the practice and competition areas.

Only athletes competing in certain stages of the event are allowed on the Field of play,
together with their coaches. Your cooperation in ensuring only the correct athletes are on
the Field of Play would be appreciated as it'll make a better event for all.

One coach per archer!!!

Internet access:

There is internet access available in Zorna Hotel — internet caffee (it is not a free service)
and wireless internet provided from the OC (for free PressRoom-Open).

In other hotels wireless internet is available but it is not a free service. Please check with
the reception in your hotel how to get this access and its cost.
